3. Give the resulting page to a contractor.

Actual results:
I look surprised when I notice that the header and footer are a bunch of
idiographs rather than anything legible.

Expected results:
Fewer surprises.

Does this happen every time?

Yes; it is reproducible on others’ machines, but with different garbage for
the same page. This suggests to me that it’s using the contents of
uninitialized memory.
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
